Reminder to parents regarding sick students 
As many of you would be aware, we have a large number 
of sick students and staff at the moment. This includes an 
outbreak of Influenza A and B strains and gastroenteritis. 
 
It is most important that sick children not be sent to 
school so we can minimise the spread of these nasty virus-
es. 
 
Sunsmart Policy 
As the weather heats up and the UV rays become strong-
er, it is important to remember about sun protection.  
 
Please ensure you send a suitable, named hat to school 
everyday from now on.  
 
Our Sunsmart Policy states in the guidelines: 

мΦ Sun protection is used from the beginning of Septem-
ber until the end of April when the UV Index rating is three 
or above. 

нΦ Sun protection measures are not taken from May to 
August unless the UV index rating reaches three or above. 

оΦ All students and staff will use a combination of sun 
protection measures including wearing broad-brimmed or 
legionnaire hats and suitable clothing for outdoor activi-
ties. These activities may include P.E, Sport, excursions, 
swimming, camps, recess and lunchtimes during Terms 1 
and 4.   Particular care will be taken between 11am and 
3pm (daylight saving time) 
пΦ Use of sunglasses will be encouraged. 
 
Our policy is available on our school website to download. 
 
Each day, at recess and lunchtime, we will make an an-
nouncement about the UV rating and if the students are to 
wear hats during their play.
